Prohibited Occupations:

1. Armed forces personnel 
2. Traffic wardens, civil enforcement officers and school crossing patrols 
3. Neighbourhood and street wardens and other uniformed patrol wardens – INCLUDING RAILWAY SAFETY ACCREDITED STAFF. 

4. Highway traffic officers employed in an ‘on road’ capacity 
5. PCSOS 
6. Members of employers’ police forces and private constabularies 

7. Magistrates, judges, justices’ clerks and CPS employees 

8. SOCA staff designated with immigration officer and/ore revenue and customs officer powers 
9. SOCA staff designated with the powers of a constable (whether or not they have the powers of immigration officer and/or revenue and customs officer) 
10. Members of police authority 
11. Immigration officers 
12. Holders (and their partners of premises licenses and designated premises supervisors, personal licences and licensees of betting/gaming premises 
13. Probation officers and youth and social workers involved in the administration of criminal law 
14. Bailiffs, warrant officers, private detectives and inquiry agents 
15. Employees of security organisations and security personnel, guards and door supervisors 
16. Revenue Inspectors/ Revenue Enforcement Staff on any transport  network

17. Journalists- to be considered by a Chief Officer on a case by case basis.

Occupations permitted from the above list:
1. Armed force reserves 
2. The fire service 
3. Members of medical and health professionals 
4. Regular SOCA staff and SOCA staff with constable powers 
5. Civilian staff employed by police authorities
